Lesson Enhancement Video: The Holy Bible

• Start with the teaching point of the video: What is the Bible? (It is a gift from God. It is God’s Word  
to us.)

• What events and people did Beth show us are in the Bible? (Answers may include God creating 
the world, Adam and Eve, Noah’s ark, Abraham, and Moses.)

• How do all these events and people fit together? (They are a great story of God’s love.) The 
Bible tells us all the wonderful things God has done for us. 

• When God makes a promise, will He keep it? (Yes, of course.)

• Develop the personal aspects of the video: Are you also a part of the story of God’s love? (Yes.) 

• Will God keep His promises to you? (Yes.) He promises to love us forever.

• Explain to the students that we are also part of God’s plan that is told in the Bible. 

• In the Bible, we learn that God the Father sent someone to us to be our Savior, to save us from our 
sins, and to open Heaven. Do you remember whom He sent? (Jesus.) Because of Jesus, we can 
be with God forever in Heaven. God really does keep His promises and does wonderful things for 
us, just as He did in the Bible. 

Small Wonders for Chapter 9: Ups and Downs

Lesson Link: God rescues us through those around us (Moses). Throughout history, God has sent us 
teachers and prophets and saints to help us in our need to be closer to Him. As a community of believers, 
we need one another to help in times of trouble. Not everyone gives freely, but it is important that we 
learn to give. 

• Why did Tell-Tale decide to move to a new house? (She did not think her old house was safe  
for Trifles.)

• What can we learn from Trifles’ behavior in this story? (Rules are there to keep us and others 
safe. We might get hurt if we don’t follow the rules.)
